CURRICULUM:

Roncalli students typically attend seven classes but have the option to enroll in
eight. The average class size is 23.7 students. Roncalli offers 20 Advanced
Placement courses and 34 Dual Credit courses. Every student enrolled in an
Advanced Placement course must take the corresponding Advanced
Placement exam.

In 2024-2025, 256 students took an AP class, and of the 465 exams given,
82% earned a score of 3, 4 or 5. Roncalli does not rank students, but was
proud to recognize 70 students who were named AP Scholars, AP Scholars
with Honors and AP Scholars with Distinction. The Class of 2025 had five
students who were recognized as National Merit Commended Scholars and
one student who was a National Merit Semifinalist.
